You can think on your 
feet, to adjust to circumstances that change rapidly, and to make considered and 
responsible decisions. You will be a strong communicator and are able to use both verbal 
and written communications well. You will be exceptionally adept at dealing with digital 
communication and managing digital workflow.  
 
Nice to haves: 
Previous experience of working at larger events and particularly in an administrative or 
communications team. Being used to working with a range of software packages to 
support this role would be especially useful.
